Title
and one following blank line are not
included in the line count. All other
blank lines are included in the count.
* One single-spaced poem per page.

5. Submission Limits
e Limit of one submission per contest
category.
¢ No poem may be submitted in more
than one category.

6. Titles. Except haiku, title all poems.

7. Submit two copies of each poem.
e Originals. In the upper left-hand
corner include: Number and name
of category; your name, address,
e-mail, and phone number; the
word “MEMBER” if you have current
membership in ISPS.

e Duplicates. In the upper left-hand
corner include ONLY number and
name of contest category.

e Two Stacks. Separate originals
from duplicates and stack in numeri-
cal order with originals on top.
